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NEW ENGLAND’S LARGEST WIND PROJECT TEAMS UP WITH CET, CSGS AND CONSTELLATION NEWENERGY TO PROVIDE MORE “GREEN” POWER OPTIONS

WESTBOROUGH, Mass., Dec. 2, 2003 – enXco, the developer and operator of Hoosac Wind, today announced an agreement with the Center for Ecological Technology (CET), CSGServices, Inc. (CSGS) and Constellation NewEnergy to market its electricity.  Hoosac Wind is a 30-megawatt wind project that is proceeding through the permitting process with the Towns of Florida and Monroe in Northern Berkshire County, Mass.  According to enXco, Hoosac Wind is currently the largest wind project in New England and is scheduled for completion in Nov. 2004.  

Todd Presson, of enXco, is project manager for Hoosac Wind.  He said, “By working with CSGS, CET and Constellation NewEnergy, we will be providing more energy choices to a broader audience.  CET and CSGS are proven leaders in helping bring green power to the mainstream and are making it easier for people to support renewable energy technologies.”    

According to Laura Dubester, CET director, “CET is pleased that Hoosac Wind has engaged in an open public process and achieved broad support in Florida and Monroe.  We are optimistic that the permitting process will ensure an environmentally responsible project.”   

CET and CSGS now seek to expand the economic benefits of renewable energy to Berkshire businesses, communities and households.  CET has already begun contacting leading Berkshire businesses to discuss interest in purchasing the energy output and Renewable Energy Certificates from Hoosac Wind.  Said Dubester, “If local businesses can achieve long-term stable pricing for their energy, while supporting a project that improves our air and water quality and brings economic benefits to Northern Berkshire towns, this is a “win-win” for all.”  

   When Hoosac Wind begins generating electricity in early 2005, its Renewable Energy Certificates would be included in GreenerWatts New England, CET and CSGS’s 100% renewable energy offering.  (GreenerWatts is now offered through the Massachusetts Electric Company’s GreenUp program, launched in Sept.)  By purchasing GreenerWatts next year, customers will be playing a direct role in bringing this project to fruition, according to CET.  

When Hoosac Wind is completed, the new turbines will displace 300 tons of sulfur dioxide, 180 tons of nitrogen oxide and 600 tons of carbon dioxide that would otherwise be released into the atmosphere from fossil fuel-fired power plants each year.  

Patricia Stanton is director of renewable energy markets for CSGS.  She said, “Hoosac Wind will play a significant role in showcasing the viability and importance of renewable energy sources.  Local clean electricity generators contribute significantly to our economy.  Buying clean power is not only an investment in our environmental future, it is sound business.”   

enXco received a funding commitment earlier this month from the Massachusetts Technology Collaborative through its “Massachusetts Green Power Partnership,” which supports the financing and construction of new, clean energy facilities throughout the state.  This funding commitment paved the way for the current agreement between enXco, CET, CSGS and Constellation NewEnergy.
