CET’s 12th annual Earth Day Clothing and Textile Drive scheduled

The Center for Ecological Technology (CET) will hold its 12th annual Used Clothing and Textile Drive to collect, reuse and recycle old clothing and household textiles. The event will help celebrate the 37th anniversary of Earth Day.  The drive will take place on Saturday, April 28 from 10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. and Sunday, April 29 from 10:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. at CET, 112 Elm Street, in Pittsfield.  In addition, residents may bring clothing to the Berkshire South Regional Community Center at 15 Crissey Road in Great Barrington from April 14 until April 29.  

Last year’s Textile Drive netted more than 19,000 pounds of materials.  The event is coordinated with assistance from the Southern Berkshire Solid Waste Management District, Berkshire Bank and the Lee Bank-Pittsfield Loan Office.  CET’s primary goals for this drive are to provide education about reuse and recycling to the Berkshire community.  Clothing collected during the drive is resold when possible or is recycled, and donations of these materials provide a way for the community to support CET’s environmental programs.

All types of clothing are accepted—including sweaters, shirts, skirts, pants, jackets, overcoats and raincoats.  Blankets, gloves, socks, paired shoes and winter boots, sheets, towels, and curtains are also acceptable.  Clothing must be clean, dry and delivered in strong plastic bags, such as garbage or lawn-leaf bags.  Rugs, carpeting and pillows will not be accepted.  Please do not bring clothes on hangers.
