More than 16,000 pounds of textiles were collected during the 12th Annual Earth Day Clothing and Textile Drive coordinated by the Center for Ecological Technology (CET) recently.

“Berkshire County Residents donated over 8 tons of textiles this year, making the drive a real success,” said Jamie Cahillane, CET coordinator of this year’s drive.  “Textiles, including clothing, shoes, bedding and drapes, represent an estimated 5% of waste generated by the average household.
