INVITATION FOR BID

The Northampton School Committee invites sealed bids for a three-year REFUSE AND RECYCLING COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL CONTRACT for the period October 15, 1999-October 15, 2002.  Bid packages are available 9am-4pm Monday-Friday at the Central Services Department, 240 Main Street, Northampton, MA  01060 until the bid opening deadline on October 5, 1999 at 2:00pm. 

Instructions to Bidders:

Bidders must submit quotes for both refuse and recycling collection services.  The contract will be awarded to the responsive bidder with the lowest cost for these services.  Bidders have the option of submitting prices for the collection and disposal of compostables and/or construction and demolition materials. The City reserves the right to award separate bids for the collection of refuse, recyclables, compostables and construction & demolition wastes.  The City also reserves the right to reject all bids.  

Bidders must submit their bids on the attached bid forms.  All other attached forms may be signed after Notice of Intent Award. 

This contract is subject to appropriation.  In the event that funds are not appropriated this contract will be canceled.

The Contractor will have five days after Notice of Award to submit an Insurance Certificate for the below-specified coverages naming the City as an Additional Insured.

The Contractor shall carry and maintain Workman's Compensation and Public Liability Insurance in the minimum amount of $100,000 and Property Damage Insurance of not less than $10,000.  

A bid security of $400 in the form of a cashier’s check is required with each bid.

Definitions:

Northampton Landfill:  A regional landfill owned by the City of Northampton and administered by the Northampton Board of Health, 120 Main Street, Northampton, MA  01060.  Wickles Trucking, 157 Prospect Road Hatfield, MA 01038 is the current operator of the facility.
Recyclables:  Materials currently collected as “mixed paper” include corrugated cardboard, boxboard, white and colored office paper, computer paper, copy paper, telephone books, paperback books and workbooks, newspapers and inserts, magazines and catalogs, manila file folders, manila envelopes, and mail (without plastic windows). 

Materials currently collected as “mixed containers” include glass, metal, plastic, and aseptic food and beverage containers.  Rinsed milk and juice cartons from school lunch programs may be included in the future.  

Compostables:  Materials potentially to be collected include leaf & yard waste, food waste, and non-recyclable paper products.

MRF:  Springfield Material Recycling Facility, 84 Birnie Avenue, Springfield, MA 01107.

Specifications:

The City of Northampton is seeking price quotes for two refuse disposal options:  pickup and delivery to the Northampton Landfill, and pickup and delivery to another disposal facility.  The bidder is encouraged to submit a price quote for the lowest cost option, not both.  If the refuse is delivered to the Northampton Landfill on a consistent basis, the Contractor will be credited for the tipping fees that can be attributed to the schools on a monthly basis.  During the term of the last 3-year contract, the disposal credit at the Northampton Landfill was 36 tons per month.  The actual monthly credit for this contract will be determined with test loads and/or dedicated routes at the beginning of the contract, and adjusted on an as-needed basis thereafter.  This arrangement will be available the term of the contract.  If the refuse is delivered to another disposal facility, the Contractor will be responsible for all tipping fees.  If the Contractor initially uses another disposal facility and subsequently requests to have access to the Northampton Landfill on a consistent basis (or vice versa), the terms of the contract could be renegotiated at the discretion of the City.  

The City of Northampton is interested in one quote for the recycling program.  If the recyclables are delivered to the MRF, no tipping fees will be assessed to the Contractor.  If the recyclables are delivered to another recycling facility, the Contractor will be responsible for tipping fees.

The City of Northampton is interested in one quote for a composting program that may be implemented in the future.  If the compostables are delivered to the Smith Vocational High School Farm, no tipping fees will be assessed to the Contractor.  If the compostables are delivered to another composting facility, the Contractor will be responsible for tipping fees.

Responsibilities:
1. The City of Northampton reserves the right to cancel the agreement upon 30 days written notice.  Notice will be sent to the Contractor by certified mail.

2. The Contractor will assume all placement charges, repairs, and maintenance of equipment during the period of the agreement.  Furthermore, all equipment will be in good condition, clearly labeled as to appropriate contents (i.e., “trash” or “cardboard and mixed paper”), and cleaned/deodorized as necessary.  Refuse and recycling equipment 2 cubic yards or greater shall be provided with locks and keys, and all locking mechanisms shall be maintained in a workable condition.

3. All refuse on the Contractor’s vehicle(s) shall be properly secured/covered while entering or leaving the school premises and at all times while traveling within the City.

4. The Contractor will perform pickups before7:00am or after 2:45pm on school days.  

5. Prior to initiating services, the Contractor shall make a site visit to all school buildings with the Director of Maintenance.  All work shall be performed at the direction of and to the satisfaction of the Director of Maintenance.    

6. The Contractor will perform services as specified in Attachment A.  No changes to the service agreement may be made without prior written notification to the Northampton Public Schools Maintenance Department, Memorial Hall, 240 Main Street, Northampton MA  01060.

4. The Contractor’s charges to the Northampton Public Schools will not include any pickup or disposal charges for tonnage from locations other than those designated in Attachment A.

5. The Contractor must have refuse and recycling containers available to meet the immediate needs of the Northampton Public School buildings per Attachment A.

6. The Contractor must sign the “Designated Hauler” form in order to deliver materials to the MRF, included as Attachment B.

7. If refuse will delivered to the Northampton Landfill, the Contractor must cooperate with the City’s Waste Management Coordinator in establishing an average monthly refuse disposal tonnage at the beginning of the contract, and upon request thereafter.  Acceptable methods for determining the average monthly refuse disposal tonnage would include 1) providing weight slips from each pickup location using on-board scales or portable scales for a two week period or 2) using a dedicated vehicle to collect school refuse on single routes for a two-week period.  

8. Collection containers must meet the following design specifications:  containers greater than 4 cubic yards will have access for front loading no higher than 4 feet off the ground, containers 8 cubic yards or greater will have side loading doors, and cardboard containers will have a cardboard loading slot.  

9. During the vacation weeks in the months of December, February, and April pickup will be on an “on call” basis for all schools.  During the summer vacation months (July and August) a reduced pickup or “on call” schedule will be assigned for all school buildings.

10. The Contractor will provide the School Department with a route sheet for recycling pickup. Contractor will assist the School Department in identifying buildings that have potential recycling contamination and/or will report locations that have open containers.  The Contractor will be responsible for checking for contamination prior to emptying recycling containers into collection vehicle.

11. The Contractor must report all recycling tonnage that is not delivered to the MRF with weight slips or with monthly reports that may be verified with weight slips.  A reporting form will be furnished for this purpose.  

12. The School Department has implemented a school-wide recycling program.  Currently all buildings collect cardboard and mixed paper that meet the specifications for delivery to the MRF.  The School Department intends to increase its waste prevention and diversion efforts, and expects to periodically adjust refuse container sizes and pickup frequencies during the contract period.  Future diversion efforts may include commingling rinsed milk/juice cartons with mixed containers and separating organic wastes for composting.

Billing:

The Contractor will invoice Northampton Public Schools on a monthly basis, providing a cover sheet with a total invoice amount and attached itemized charges as a separate page for each school building.  Itemized pages for each location must include the following information:  rental charge and container size for each container on site, and the date and charge for each trash, recycling, and compostables pickup (i.e., the invoice will summarize actual service delivery).  The Contractor will be paid monthly, in arrears.  If refuse/recycling/composting containers are not picked up as scheduled, payments to the Contractor will be pro-rated.

All invoices or other correspondence regarding service shall be directed to: Northampton Public Schools, Memorial Hall, 240 Main Street, Northampton, MA  01060.  

The Bidder must answer the following:  

The School Department is committed to environmental education and increasing school-wide waste prevention/recycling/composting efforts.  Please describe the resources that your company could provide to assist the school department in achieving our goals?  Specifically, does your company have a recycling coordinator/educator, instructional materials, or other programs that would be available to support our efforts?    

Occasionally the School Department must dispose of unwanted bulky items. Do you have access to an incinerator or landfill (other than the Northampton Landfill) that will take items such as mattresses or furniture greater than 4 feet in any dimension?  If yes, what is the current per ton charge for pickup and delivery of such items?
