Eachyear inthe U.S., 180 million gallons of used
motor oil (equivalent to 16 Exxon Valdez spills)
isimproperly disposed of by peoplewho change
their own motor oil.

Oil dumped on theground, inalandfill, or poured down the
drain doesnot just go "away". Theoil flowsunderground and can
eventually end up in waterways, ground water and drinking water.

Dip You KNow...

P motor oil never wearsout, it just getsdirty. Qil
can berecycled (re-refined) and used over and over.

p recycled oil isjust as good as oil made fromvirgin
crude. In Germany, Mercedes Benz Company fillsup
every new car it makeswith recycled ail.

» Theamount of oil from just oneoil change (about four
quarts) can pollute onemillion gallonsof fresh water.
