After receipt of proposals, no proposal may be withdrawn within sixty (60) days after the date of the opening except if provided for herein.  The proposal of any Proposer who consents to an extension may be held for consideration for a longer period of time as may be agreed upon between the Proposer and the City.

Introduction



II.	

The City of Northampton, through the Northampton Parking Commission, is seeking a qualified full service waste management contractor (hereafter referred to as the “Service Provider”) to handle refuse, recyclables, and compostable materials from businesses and residents in the Masonic Street parking lot area (hereafter referred to as the “MSA”) and the Strong Avenue parking lot area (hereafter referred to as the “SAA”).   The City of Northampton is initiating a process on behalf of the MSA and SAA property owners and tenants in order to increase waste diversion efforts, to alleviate space constraints, to minimize illegal dumping, and to establish an equitable waste management cooperative.  



The proposed consolidation of services will provide the Service Provider exclusive rights to provide waste management services in the MSA on City property.  In each of these areas, an estimated twenty-five (25) prospective customers will be seeking integrated waste management services. 



The City of Northampton has prepared designated areas in the MSA and SAA parking lots for the placement of collection equipment.  In the spring of 2003, the City will complete the installation of sheds for the storage of mixed containers and compostables, concrete pads for the trash and OCC/mixed paper compactors, and electrical service.   The Service Provider will remit a monthly payment of two hundred dollars ($200.00) to the Parking Commission for site use in each area.  



The City, with participating businesses and property owners acting in an advisory capacity, will make the final selection of Service Provider(s).  The City of Northampton will award a five (5) year contract to the successful Proposer.  The City will award separate contracts for the MSA and SAA. 



Sealed proposals, including one (1) original and five (5) copies, will be accepted at the Northampton Board of Health office, Room 8, City Hall, 210 Main Street, Northampton, MA 01060, until 4:00p.m. local time on February 12, 2003.   This request does not commit the City to payment of costs incurred in the submission or presentation of the proposal.



Procurement documents will be available M-F, 9am- 4pm at the Board of Health office after January 15, 2003.  An optional pre�proposal meeting for interested parties will be held at 10:00 a.m. on January 22, 2003 (convening in the Strong Avenue Parking lot).  Questions or comments regarding the RFP must be received in writing by 4:00 p.m. on February 5, 2003.  Proposals are due by 4:00pm on February 12, 2003. Overview

This RFP is for the collection of refuse, OCC/mixed paper, mixed containers, and compostables from the Masonic Street and Strong Avenue parking lot areas, the delivery of these materials to suitable disposal/recycling/composting facilities, and related management and oversight responsibilities. 



Exclusivity and Access

The selected Service Provider(s) will have exclusive right to provide services on City property for customers in the MSA and SAA.  



Three waste management companies currently provide services to businesses and properties in the MSA and SAA.   These companies will continue to be allowed to remove waste across City property; however, they will be required to remove any collection containers from City property.  The placement of refuse or recycling containers by haulers (other than the Service Provider) in the Masonic Street and Strong Avenue public parking lots will be prohibited.  



Abutters of the Masonic Street and Strong Avenue parking lots will not be required to sign a contract with the successful Proposer.  However, all abutters will be required to submit a plan to the Board of Health on an annual basis by February 15th to document that their refuse and recyclables are being handled properly.  A summary of information from these plans will be provided to the Service Provider no later than March 1, 2003.  The Service Provider will be expected to contact potential customers who are not currently paying for services in the MSA and SAA, and/or who cannot demonstrate that they have a legitimate arrangement in place for the collection of refuse and recyclables.



For the purpose of removing or rearranging containers, access to the MSA and SAA collection sites will be prohibited before 7:00am and after 9:00pm.  



Personnel from participating businesses must have convenient access to all components of the waste management system.  Residential tenants will not be allowed to have direct access to the system; rather, personnel authorized by the landlord/property manager will be required to consolidate and deliver all materials to the area.  All components of the system (e.g., shed, compactor, dumpster) must remain locked at all times to reduce contamination, vandalism, and illegal dumping.  The Service Provider will be responsible for providing locks for all components of the system, employing a master key system (locks must be keyed alike) with key control (keys cannot be duplicated).  The Service Provider will also be responsible for distributing keys, changing locks, and providing new keys as necessary.   



Property and Facilities

The existing 8’x10’ shed in the MSA has a capacity of up to 14 totes for the collection of food residuals and commingled containers.  In the spring of 2003, a similar shed will be constructed in the SAA for this purpose.  These sheds will be equipped with electric lights with motion sensors.  The Service Provider will be afforded the exclusive use of the sheds for a period of 5 years under the terms of the contract.  



In addition to the recycling/composting collection sheds, the City will provide a concrete pad and an electrical hookup for each compactor unit.  The City will pay for electricity usage for the duration of the contract.  



The Service Provider will be responsible for snow & ice removal for the purpose of servicing containers, for sanding paths and/or steps in all collection areas, and generally, for the maintenance of safe access to the containers.

  

The Service Provider will be responsible for general maintenance and cleaning of the shed, concrete pads, and surrounding areas on a regular basis and on an “as-needed” basis, and for maintaining the safety and security of the site.  In the event of a problem, the Service Provider shall respond to a call from City representatives within 8 hours of the notice, and will report back to that representative about actions taken to resolve the problem within 24 hours of the notice.



Equipment



The Service Provider will be responsible for providing all equipment.  The Service Provider will perform routine maintenance of all provided equipment including but not limited to cleaning and replacing or repairing broken/defective/lost/stolen equipment.



Recycling Collection Services



Mixed containers will be collected in totes and stored in the shed.  Pickup of commingled containers will occur on a scheduled and “as-needed” basis.  At a minimum, acceptable recyclables in this category must include glass bottles and jars, aluminum/steel/bi-metal food and beverage containers, and all narrow-neck plastic containers (single resin plastics).  The totes will be disinfected, cleaned, or replaced on a on a regular and on an “as-needed” basis.  



Compost Collection Services 

Compostable wastes primarily consist of source-separated food residuals and waxed OCC.   Food wastes will be collected in totes with lids, and waxed OCC boxes will be broken down by participants and piled onto the floor in a designated area of the shed.



As of the date of this RFP, nine restaurants in the MSA (Bart’s Ice Cream, Bela Vegetarian Restaurant, Circa’s, Fresh Pasta Bistro, Haymarket Café, Java Net Café, La Cazuela, Packard’s Bar & Restaurant, Starbucks, and Who’s Next Deli) and twelve restaurants in the SAA (Eastside Grill, Casa Blanca, India Palace, Amanouz Café, Vermont Country Deli, Spoleto’s, Panda Garden, Dominic’s, Melino’s, Thai Kitchen, Grateful Fred, Moshi Moshi, and Kathy’s Diner) have expressed an interest in participating in the composting component of the program, pending a review of overall service costs.  Many of these businesses have participated in composting programs in the past.



Collection of food waste for composting must occur at a minimum once per week, or more frequently if odor problems are reported or if the capacity of available containers is exceeded.  The Service Provider will take measures to control odors, including keeping a tote filled with wood chips in the shed at all times.  The Service Provider will provide a sufficient supply of wood chips at all times, and will place at least four inches (4”) inches of wood chips in the bottom of each tote after emptying.  Participants will be instructed to cover food waste with wood chips if odors or insects are apparent.  The totes will be disinfected, cleaned, or replaced on a on a regular and on an “as-needed” basis.  



The Service Provider will take measures to control vectors, including flies, fruit flies, maggots, bees, wasps, rodents, and birds.  





�Customer Contracts

The Service Provider will be responsible for initiating all contractual arrangements with participating businesses and property owners.  The Service Provider will be responsible for billing customers (individually), for timely resolution of complaints, and for general communications with participating property owners and businesses.  In the City’s selection process, there will be preference for proposals that specify a dedicated customer service representative.  In addition, preference will be given to proposals with a simple, straightforward billing system.  In the event that there is a primary Service Provider and a subcontractor, either entity can serve as the responsible party for specific management responsibilities (customer service, billing, monitoring, troubleshooting, etc.).



Insurance Requirements



Workman’s Compensation and other benefits as required under Chapter 152 of the Laws, as amended, and Section 34A of Chapter 149 of the General Laws.  



Employer’s Liability with a limit of at least $300,000 each accident.



Comprehensive Public Liability including Contractor’s Liability as applicable to the Contractor’s obligations; Elevators (if any on the Work), Completed Operations and Products Liability:  all on an occurrence basis with Personal Injury coverage and Broad Form Property Damage.  Remove the XCU exclusions relating to Explosion, Collapse, and Underground Property Damage.  Completed Operations Liability shall be kept in force for at least two years after the date of final completion.

The Service Provider will be required to provide an insurance certificate naming the City as an additional insured for the coverages related to operations under the contract.

	

Limits on Tip Fee and Fuel Cost Escalations

Each and every time an increase the tip fee for recyclables and/or compostable materials must be proposed (i.e., an increase in the tip fee above the amount listed as the “current tip fee” on page 10), the Service Provider must notify the City in writing at least thirty (30) days in advance of the billing period in which the new tip fee is proposed to take effect, including an explanation of the cause for the proposed tip fee increase (e.g., changes in commodity markets).  



Any changes in hauling fees (due to fuel costs, changes in market destinations, or for any other cause) must be proposed in writing to the City, negotiated with the City, and approved by the City at least thirty (30) days in advance of the billing period in which the new hauling fees(s) will take effect.



For all proposed increases in tip fees and/or hauling charges, the City will review and approve the proposed increases prior to those cost increases going into effect.  The City reserves the right to negotiate the proposed tip fee and/or hauling charge increases with the Service Provider, and will not unreasonable withhold approval for such an increase, provided that just cause has been furnished.



Other Requirements

All re fuse collected under the contract will be delivered to the Northampton Landfill, and the Service Provider will be directly responsible for payment of all tipping fees incurred.  The current tip fee is $70.00 per ton for municipal solid waste (MSW).  The City is willing to enter into an agreement with the Service Provider to guarantee a set tipping fee for MSW on a calendar year or a fiscal year basis.    



The Northampton Board of Health shall permit all collection vehicles used by the Service Provider.  As required by the hauling permit, the Service Provider will furnish recycling/composting tonnage reports to the City upon request.   



The Service Provider shall provide a current list of customers and related billing information to the City on a monthly basis for the first six months of the contract, and upon request thereafter.  



Scope of Services



As described in this RFP, the Work includes: 

Providing and maintaining all necessary equipment for the collection of refuse, mixed paper (recyclable paper and OCC), commingled containers and compostables.  Specifically, this includes compaction equipment for high-volume materials (refuse and mixed paper) and totes for commingled containers and compostables.    

Delivering timely hauling services for refuse, mixed paper, commingled containers and compostables to permitted disposal, recycling and composting facilities;

Managing communications, marketing, billing, and all related customer relations functions;

Maintaining safe and sanitary conditions in all collection areas; and

Submitting reports to the City upon request. 



In two pages or less, the operations plan proposal (non-price proposal) must address the following:

A specific description of who will perform the Work (e.g., a full service hauler, a partnership between a primary hauler and a subcontractor).  If a subcontractor(s) will be utilized, specify which entity will be responsible for management activities, site maintenance, and collection of each waste material (refuse, OCC/mixed paper, mixed containers, and compostables).  For each entity that will perform the Work, include a list of qualifications, including a description of experience with at least one similar operation.  A list of five references (including name, affiliation, and telephone number) must also be provided.  

A description of all equipment to be furnished, including collection vehicles, compaction systems, dumpsters, and/or totes, including a description of the proposed restricted key system. 

A preliminary plan for scheduled pickups (day of the week and time of day).  

A plan for maintaining safe and sanitary conditions, including a description of how monitoring, troubleshooting, maintenance/cleaning, and “on-call” services will be performed, with an emphasis on the Proposer’s ability to be responsive to the City (e.g., Parking Division and/or Board of Health representatives) to address immediate concerns of unsafe/unsanitary conditions.    

A description of how billing will be structured for participating businesses and property owners.

Evidence that the Proposer can provide a $5,000 Performance Bond and sufficient liability insurance for the duration of the contract.

The financial proposal (price proposal) must use the “PROPOSAL FORMS” provided. 



IV. Proposal Submittal Requirements

	

The Proposal must include:



An operations plan proposal that addresses all items mentioned in the Scope of Services;



A financial proposal (i.e., a price proposal using the Proposal Forms provided in this RFP) reflecting fixed costs associated with the operations plan proposal and current tipping fees;



Signature of an individual that can bind vendor or vendor team to the proposed plan elements, including all guarantees, financial assurances or other representations and shall remain valid for ninety (90) days after the closing date, unless otherwise specified by the offeror.



Acknowledgement of receipt of addenda (if any).



V.  Award



The City may award a contract based on initial proposals received, without discussion.  Accordingly, the City advises respondents to submit proposals on the most favorable terms, from a price and technical standpoint.   The award, if any, may be based upon factors other than the financial proposal.  The City reserves the right to cancel any request for proposals, to reject in whole or in part any and all proposals, to seek further information from any and all proposers, to negotiate terms with any and all proposers, or to accept any proposal, when it is deemed in the best interest of the City to do so.

This agreement is made this_________day of___________________, 2003 by and between the City of Northampton acting through its Parking Commission, duly authorized by vote of the City Council, hereinafter called the “City” and _____________________hereinafter called the “Service Provider.”



PREMISES



The City agrees to allow the Service Provider to use those parcels of land located in the Masonic Street Parking Lot as shown on Attachment C, attached hereto and made a part hereof.



TERM OF AGREEMENT



This agreement shall commence on April 1, 2003, and shall be for a period of five (5) years.



CONSIDERATION



In consideration of this agreement, the Service Provider shall pay to the City of Northampton, through its Parking Commission, the sum of two hundred dollars ($200.00) per month for a total of two thousand four hundred dollars ($2,400.00) per year.



PERMITTED EQUIPMENT



The Service Provider shall be allowed to place a compactor for refuse on a concrete pad, and a rolloff, dumpster or other appropriate container for OCC/mixed paper in a parking space on the premises OR a dual compactor for refuse/OCC/mixed paper on the concrete pad as shown on attachment C.   The Service Provider shall be allowed to place totes for mixed containers and compostables in an enclosure as shown on Attachment C.  The Service Provider will contract independently for this equipment and shall be responsible for all costs associated therewith.  The Service Provider shall include in any contract for the equipment specified in Article 3, supra, a clause requiring the Service Provider to remove the equipment from the premises upon termination of this Agreement. No contract made by the Service Provider will be considered an obligation to the City.



SERVICE PROVIDER’S RESPONSIBILITY FOR MAINTENANCE



The Service Provider shall be required to provide collection services for all containers at sufficiently frequent intervals and on an “as-needed” basis to prevent accumulation of litter, debris, nuisance conditions, odors or vectors in the area of the equipment.



The Service Provider shall, at all times, keep the premises free of trash, debris, or any other dangerous, unhealthy, or unsightly accumulations.  Upon notification by the Northampton Parking Division or the Board of Health that the area is unacceptable in terms of safety or cleanliness, the Service Provider shall, within eight (8) hours of said notice, abate the conditions giving rise to said notice.  If the Service Provider fails to take action within the eight (8) hours, the City may abate the conditions and charge the cost of said work to the Service Provider.

�SERVICE PROVIDER’S LIABILITY



The Service Provider shall be solely responsible for any personal injury or property damage which may result from the location of the refuse container or enclosure for containers on the premises, the Service Provider shall hold harmless and indemnify the City, its officers, agents, and employees from any and all liability, damages, actions, causes of actions, and suits, whatsoever, arising out of the presence of the refuse containers or enclosure for containers on the premises and shall provide the City with a Certificate of Insurance naming the City as an additional insured at $100,000 per individual and $500,000 aggregate.



TERMINATION



This Agreement may be terminated by the City upon two (2) week’s written notice if the Service Provider fails to adhere to any of the terms of this Agreement. Either party may terminate this Agreement as specified in Article 2, supra, or upon thirty (30) days written notice. 



NOTICE



The Service Provider will designate an individual who will be responsible for manage services in the Masonic Street area, and shall provide this individual’s contact information to the City and to all customers.  



Any notices under this agreement shall be sent, certified mail, return receipt requested:

The City will, subject to its right to reject any and all proposals, select the proposal it finds most advantageous.  Such proposal may not the lowest in cost.  Both cost and non-cost criteria described in this section will be considered in evaluating proposals.



Criteria for which proposals will be evaluated are as follows:



	-Minimum Evaluation Criteria (to identify responsive and non-responsive proposals)

	-Comparative Criteria (for proposals to be considered Advantageous or Highly Advantageous)



If a proposal does not meet the Minimum Evaluation Criteria, it will not receive further consideration.  Proposals that meet the Minimum Evaluation Criteria will be evaluated with respect to the Comparative Criteria shown in the table below.  For each criterion, a proposal will be assigned a rating of “Minimum”, “Advantageous” or "Highly Advantageous".



Although not intended to be an exhaustive list of cause for disqualification, any one or more of the following cases, among others, may be considered sufficient for disqualification of a Proposer and rejection of their proposal: 

	

	-Evidence of collusion among bidders;

	-Questions of lack of competency as evidenced by either financial statements or experience;

-Default of previous contracts for failure to perform.
